WRITE ONE TO TWO PARAGRAPHS:
· Write a short introduction explaining who you are (financial advisor) and what you’ve done for them. Make sure you talk about their situation. Break down the recommended percentage of total income they should be spending and what their monthly car budget should be. Tell them how much (if any) you have budgeted for gas, insurance and maintenance.
· Give your client a brief rundown on the three cars you found for them. Tell them the pros and cons of each car. Talk about the number of miles on the car if it’s used! Be sure to relate how the cars you picked fit their family situation. Also be sure to talk about the financing options. (car payment amounts and length of loans is a must!)
· At the end of the summary, make your recommendation and explain why you think your choice is the best choice!
