Course Description:

For students in need of obtaining credits for core instruction or for credit recovery, or students requiring additional instructional intervention to achieve mastery on state examinations, EDUCATION 2020 instructional programs give students the added flexibility of completing their course work anytime, 24 hours a day, seven days a week.”

Goals:
It is the goal for the student to recover lost credit in a timely manner, using the e2020 program. Students progress through content from vocabulary, lecture, journaling, lab work (math & science) and quizzes. Their progress is monitored by the teacher to make sure that students are progressing on schedule. The courses can also be accessed at home.

Students should also monitor their own progress through the access they have on the computer (the lobby of their program). Students may also receive a daily grade for their participation. This daily grade is based upon being present on time and moving forward in their course. Please remember, this is an excellent opportunity for students to get back on track!
Expectations:
Students took home an e2020 course recovery contract as well as a list of lab and internet rules. It required a signature from the student and parent saying that they read them. If you have further questions or would like your own copy of these documents, please let me know.
Students are expected to come to class each day, focused and ready to learn. They must be on time, be professional and polite, and show forward progress in their recovery class(es). Failure to do so could result in them being moved out of the recovery program.

Parental Support:
Parents should talk to their students about their E2020 credit recovery whenever possible. Have them login and show you their progress report. Also, to assist parents in monitoring their child’s progress, the elective participation grades will be updated on the internet via Power School. Your child has been given their own web ID and password. Parents should have also received their own login information via the mail. If you didn’t receive this information you can contact the general office to have that provided.
